In line with
this commitment, the Sharjah Private Education Authority has devoted
considerable attention to the safety and integrity of educational content
within curriculg, recognizing its pivotal role in shaping students’ thoughts and
attitudes. In this context, the Sharjah Private Education Authority has issued
the Guiding Framework for the Safety of Educational Content to serve as a
reference for private educational institutions. This framework aims to assist
these institutions in reviewing and refining the educational materials
disseminated within them, ensuring that necessary measures are taken to
safeguard students from exposure to any inappropriate content.

To ensure the safety of educational
content is disseminated within
private educational institutions in
the Emirate of Sharjah.

The absence of harmful or
inappropriate elements in all forms
of educational content that may
pose a risk to intellectual well-being
or mental health, or that could lead
to undesirable actions or behaviors.

EDUCATIONAL
RESOURCES

Books, publications, worksheets, printed
materials, magazines, posters,
illustrations, videos, recordings, or
supplementary activities, whether in print
or electronic format, that are circulated
within educational institutions as part of
the comprehensive educational process.




Educational institutions are
obligated to review all educational
resources to ensure their
alignment with the guiding
principles for the safety of
educational content prior to their
dissemination.

Educational institutions
must take appropriate
measures if any books or
educational resources
within the curriculum
contain content that
contradicts the guiding
principles for the safety
of educational content.

SECOND: GENERAL
PROVISIONS

Educational institutions are required to educate
their administrative, teaching, and technical
staff about the contents of this framework.




The educational content must be free from
illustrations, shapes, and images that conflict with
the customs and values of Emirati society.

Images of individuals in educational content
should be presented in a manner that is modest
and in line with the customs and traditions of the
United Arab Emirates.

The educational content should not include logos,
symbols, colors, or images related to homosexuals.
It must avoid using their publications and phrases.
Additionally, it must not promote alternative sexual
identities, orientations, homosexuality, or the
alteration of religious beliefs.

The educational content must not contain anything
that suggests or promotes the permissibility of
prohibitions as outlined by Sharia or law.

The educational content must be free of
language, gestures, or behaviors that incite sexual
urges or desires among students.




The educational content must not include insults
or inappropriate language that contradicts the
customs and traditions of Arab society.

The educational content must be free from
topics that address drug use, smoking, alcohol
consumption, gambling, or crime, and should
not portray them as natural behaviors or
practices within society.

The educational content must not promote
or encourage the idea of suicide, either
directly or indirectly.

The content must not include words or references
that offend religions and beliefs, or that disrespect the
Divine, holy scriptures, or prophets and messengers.

The accuracy of officially recognized historical
and geographical maps within the country
must be ensured.
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In cases where the national flag is included in

educational content, it must be presented in a
manner consistent with the official guidelines
issued by the country.

Political topics that are inappropriate for the
students’ age group or that do not yield educational
value should not be addressed, particularly those
that may incite students against specific political
entities or provoke tensions between communities.

Topics related to practices and

rituals of sorcery,
witchcraft, and witches should not be discussed. <

The content must be free from topics that glorify
individuals or symbols with a criminal history,
depicting them as heroic figures.
